We are currently undergoing some big changes in several divisions.  In the last three months, 
despite the ñGreat Recessionò we have hired twenty-five new positions in the company.   Ten 
years ago, we didnôt even have twenty-five employees.  That means almost 150 people are 
proud to call Boyett Petroleum home.  We have recently changed most of the stores 24 
hours.  We are also extending the hours manned by dispatch at the office to almost around the 
clock and have added salespeople in the field. 

The company is also continually investing in infrastructure.   We recently replaced three of the 
trucks and leased the local drivers a new secure yard near the terminal in Stockton.  
 
We are completely rebuilding our 9th St. and Codoni commercial fueling sites to take the new 
Cruise Americard along with Visa, M/C, etc.  (All employees with fuel cards will have a Cruise 
Americard by the end of the month).   The office will be updating their computer system and 
servers this summer. 

The company is seeing some nice growth in unbranded fuel sales and retail store sales.  We 
have high hopes for the Cruise Americard and many of our other fueling programs.   Overall, 
the company is as strong as it has even been.  And that is because of people like you that 
make it happen!  Thank you.

"Make Dreams Real Endowment Fund" is a huge step towards fulfilling a dream of Carl Boyett's,  
a dream of improving the communities Boyett Petroleum has served since the 1940s through its  
children.  By providing funding for programs in the arts and education that have either been cut  
or may not even exist yet, we are confident Stanislaus County communities can become some of  
the most attractive in the State of California to live and do business.  
  

This years event had a long list of firsts in the history of this  tournament; the first printed  
program, first logoed hole sponsor signs, first cart sponsor signs, first breaking $ 20,000 in the  
auction and raffle and too many more to list.  We will continue to improve and add to this event for the benefit of the playe rs and 
sponsors. 
 

Grants from this fund will emphasize children and student programs focusing on the arts and education.   Each year 100% of th e bal-
ance of funds raised through this invitational golf tournament will be added to the ñMake Dreams Realò fund and 10% will be spent on 
local youth programs.  Boyett Petroleum will supplement the donations for the first few years to enable meaningful amounts to  be do-
nated until a critical mass is accumulated. 
 
 

Modesto Sunrise Rotary Club will be one of the key beneficiaries of this fund as the original beneficiary and reason this tournament 
was begun over twenty years ago by Carl Boyett, following  his term as Rotary President.  The Boyett family, Boyett Petroleum staff 
and Boyett business associates, along with hundreds of  Rotary supporters have devoted much time and energy over the years grow-
ing this golf tournament into one of the most fun and beneficial tournaments in California.   We are confident we can reach our goal of
